Stephanie Alexander Kitchen Garden Program:   

We are excited to welcome local chef Mikey Libreri (currently Dixons Creek Bar and 

Grill) to our SAKGF Program. Mikey has volunteered to help plan and deliver our pro-

gram on Tuesdays (the Grade 4 -6 class), one of his two days off each week. The chil-

dren will benefit from having a real chef help them with their cooking techniques. He 

has also worked as a youth worker in the past and brings a wealth of wonderful skills 

with him. Thank you and welcome to Mikey! This Friday I will spend a day in training at 

Collingwood College with the SAKGF and Stephanie Alexander herself.  

This weekõs cooking has included: 

Grade 2/3 - two types of muffins - rhubarb and cinnamon and apple.  

Grade 4 -6 - potato gnocchi with a tomato and herb sauce, salad with a vinaigrette and 

soda bread ð all made from scratch.  

Prep/1 - vegetable quiches and fruit kebabs.  

The children then sat at the table and shared the meal they had just cooked. Amaz-

ing! So far each class has had three lessons in the kitchen. Already evident are the 

huge benefits of this program: increased scientific knowledge and understanding, en-

hanced literacy and numeracy, increased awareness of the seasons and understanding 

of food production, increased confidence, resilience and self -esteem, personal learn-

ing, interpersonal development, development of physical skills including fine motor 

skills, development of a sense of responsibility, a positive attitude to healthy food 

choices, positive behavior, and improvements in emotional well -being.
